TOURNAMENT RULES 

1. Bring your own basketballs.  None will be provided. 
2. Coaches must check in one hour before their first game at the UW-Stout Johnson Fieldhouse Court 1. 
3. We will play WIAA High School League rules with some modifications listed below. 
4. The games are 16-minute halves stop time.  If a team is ahead by 25 points, there will be a mercy rule.  Clock will run in 

the second half unless the point differential is less then 25 points, during a team timeout, an official’s timeout or stoppage 
for an injury.   

4. Two time-outs per half, one full and one thirty second.  (NO CARRY OVER FROM 1ST HALF). 
 One extra full time-out will be allowed in overtime, plus any left from the second half. 
5. Overtime:  One 2-minute period (stop time).  2nd overtime is 1 minute.  3rd overtime is sudden death. 
6. Intermissions:  3 minute half time. 
7. Alternating possession on jump balls. 
8. No post game protests-referees and tournament officials will settle all disputes on the spot. 
9. NEW…10th Foul will be bonus and NO DOUBLE BONUS Free throws are played on the release of the shot.  
10. Referees are instructed to let athletes play within reason. 
11. No special rules on man to man or zones defenses.  NO full court pressing in 10’s, 11’s and 12’s if your team is ahead by 

twenty points or more. 
12. Coach’s box will be used. 
13. Players, coaches and parents must follow good sportsmanship like conduct. 
14. Check the wall schedules at UW-Stout every morning and night for any game times/court changes.  It’s your     

responsibility to check the website and check-in before your first game so you can receive any last minute changes. 
15. Coaches are responsible to check in at Johnson Fieldhouse with the results of your pool play after your last game. 
       We use a +12, -12 system for bracketed playoffs. 
16. Tie breaks: Two teams, the winner of head to head competition. 
17. Three teams tie: Example: Team 1: +12, -8, +2(+6), Team 2: -12, +6, +8(+2), Team 3: -8, +10, +10(+12). 

Team #3 will be Seed 1.  Team #1 will be Seed 2 and Team #2 will be Seed 3.  Points are used in four team pools as well. 
18. Players from the same club can play on more than one team. 
19. No admission fee at the door. 
20. Bring your own water bottles & Medical Kit.
